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POST-GRADUATE CERTIFICATE COURSE IN PRAKRITS

A candidate having passed Bachelor's degree Examination will be eligiblc for admission to the Post-
graduate Certificate course in Prakrits of one year duration.
Regulation Prakrit-I

The following is the syllabus for the Certificate Course in Prakrits.
Paper-1 Prakrit Text, Prose and Poetry
Paper-11 Grammar and Unseen

The datails of each paper will be prescribed by the Board of studies from time to time.
Regulation Prakrit-I1

To pass the Certificate course in prakrit Examination a candidate will be required to obtain at least
25% marks in each of the paper and 36% marks in both the papers taken together.

Candidates obtaining 60% marks more in the aggregate will be declared to have Passed the
examination in the First Class and those obtaining less than 60% marks but 48% or more will be
declared to have passed the examination in Second Class. Those candidates who obtain 36% marks in
the aggregate but less than 48% marks will be declared to have Passed the examination in pass Class.
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
